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Discussion 
The importance of the initial radio report of the first arriving unit to an emergency cannot be overstated.  Infor-
mation passed onto the other responding units, the dispatch agency and within the first response sets the tone, 

(both positive and negative) for the initial stages of the incident.  A standardized set of information must be 
passed along and to effectively do this, getting yourself into a regular routine through regular practice in rou-
tine emergencies and training allow us to develop these skills.  Using department, MABAS or other accepted 

procedures, practice giving your initial radio report to these responses.
